4) Personal data shall be stored in accordance with Art. 97 section 1 of the Public Procurement Law for the period of 4 years from the date of completion of the proceedings, and if the duration of the contract exceeds 4 years, for the entire duration of the contract. Personal data resulting from the concluded contract shall be kept for the period in which claims related to the concluded contract may be disclosed.
5) Every person whose data is processed has the following rights:
a) the right to access personal data,
b) the right to correct personal data,
c) to the extent resulting from the provisions - the right to delete personal data, as well as the right to limit their processing.
6) Every person whose data is processed has the right to lodge a complaint to the supervisory body, if in his/her opinion, the processing of personal data violates the law.
